Plots are FREE and will be assigned around March 1st.   Residents who had a plot in last year will be 
assigned first, followed by those on the current  waitlist. 

1. All maintenance including planting, watering, weeding, harvesting and cleaning up the plot in 
the fall, are the sole responsibility of the plot owner. 

2. Please keep the growing vines within your own plot and not let them grow on the walkways or 
surrounding gardens. Do not allow plants to grow on the fence. 

3. The plot must be planted by May 31st, or it may be assigned to someone else.  
4. All plots must be cleared of all vegetation by Nov 1st or your plot may not be available to you 

next year. 
5. To maintain the common walkway and around the fence, please commit at least 4 hrs. during 

the growing season in weeding, mulching the walkways, or weed wacking around the outside of 
the fence. 

6. Please attend the spring and fall “Meet Your Neighbor/Keep the Garden Beautiful” work event. 
7. No illegal, invasive or poisonous plants are permitted to be grown in the garden. Including but 

not limited to Cannabis and Castor Bean (Ricinus communis).
